The joint
statement released designated the two countries as “Comprehensive Global Strategic
partners”. The partnership is anchored in mutual trust, shared interests, goodwill and robust
engagement of their citizens

President Trump reaffirmed the support of the United States for India’s permanent membership
on a reformed UN Security Council. He also reaffirmed US support for India’s entry to the
Nuclear Suppliers Group without any delay, the statement read.
