powerful voice, time and again, unsolicited, in
the cause of truth and justice, to save India
and Indians from the halftruths and
exnggerations of its selfcalled Mmends.—Id.
'lio the Editor of The Standard Union:
The notice of the meeting of the Brooklyn
Ramaba Circle, in your issue of March 20,
goes out of its way to attack the Swami
Vivgkananda for statements which he s
alleged to have made in his lectures before
thueiBrooklyn Ethical Association five or six
yeays ago. As the Swami is far away in his
native India, working for the elevation of his
peaple, men and women alike, perbaps you
willfpermit a friend to say & word in his behalf.
I¥ heard all the lectures of the Swami

Vivekananda wluch were given under the
auspices of the Brooklyn Ethical Associ:tion,
and to my certam knowledge he ocver
mentioned the name of the Pundita Ramabai
1 any one of them, After the Jecture siven
ut the bhall of the Long Island Historichl
Society, in response to a direct question from
some person in the audience, the Swami
replied temperately, saying that he wished
well for the educational work of Ramabat,
but dissented from some of the' methuds
which she had adopted for obtaining money
i this country.

In onc of s lectures at the Pouch Man-
sion, he hiso spoke of the Hindit widows,
declaring it unjust to state that they were
generally subjected to cruelty’ or oppressomr
in the Indian homes. He adfiTtied that the
prejudice against remarriage, mitd the custom
which makes the widow a member of the
husband’s family instead of thatof he own
parents inflicted some hardshipsaipon widows
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in India, and fovored all wise offorts for thesr
~ducation which would render them  self
suppotting and in this way alleviate thoer
condition,  He emphasized his desire for the
cduecation and clevation of the women of his
comtry, meluding the widows, by volunteer-
ine to give the ndre procecds of one of hus
lectares in support of the school of Babu
Susipada B*mcrj--*r: at Baranayar, nearCalcutta,
the institation of which preceded that of the
Pundita Ramabuy, at Poona, and where, it 1
am notmistaken, the Pundita berself obtain-
