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Dr. B.R.Ambedkar's 125th birth anniversary this
year provided a great occasion to establish a

dynamic connect with the grassroots across the
country. Following a gruelling schedule on 14th April,
on Babasaheb's birthday, Prime Minister Narendra
Modi connected with the vast majority of rural India
and reaffirmed his commitment and his
government's pledge to work for equity, justice and
empowerment. This grand celebration of Babasaheb's
legacy and the call for an affirmative grassroots
action to fulfil his ideals of an egalitarian, exploitation
free society was long overdue and Prime Minister
Modi, in that sense, has indeed brought to centrestage
the ideals that Babasaheb espoused.

The long neglected project of an international
centre dedicated to the life and legacy of Babasaheb
also saw a new push with Prime Minister Modi laying
the foundation stone last year for the Ambedkar
International Centre in the heart of Delhi. Some have
only paid lip service to Dr. Ambedkar's legacy and
during his lifetime had left no stone unturned to
disrupt or terminate his political career and bury his
contributions. For them such an effort is indeed
shocking and they talk of appropriating Babasaheb's
legacy. But nothing, except their narrow political
objective and attitude, had prevented them from
generating a positive narrative around Babasaheb's
legacy. After all it had to be done, the fact that it was
neglected in the last 6 plus decades is itself a proof of
the selective politics that some political groups and
their leaders have practised in post-independent
India. The Communists, of course, have no real
understanding or feel for and no genuine connect
with Babasaheb's legacy. He is difficult for them
simply because he does not fit into the theoretical
moulds that have constructed; he does not fit into
any stereotype either.

Discussions and programmes on Babasaheb's legacy were held all across
the country and in the Indian missions abroad as well. Leading members of the
intelligentsia, academics, and interested citizens attended these in order to
better understand India's unique democratic legacy and the role of the
personalities and leaders such as Dr. Ambedkar in strengthen and giving shape
to that legacy.

The entire movement of Gram Uday to Bharat Uday saw a national focus
and discussion on the need to strengthen, connect, empower and develop
villages as way to an overall and integral national growth and well-being. For
over 10 days, the focus and effort to connect with the villages culminated in
Prime Minister Modi interacting and addressing Panchayat's across the country
from Jamshedpur. The message was a clear and direct one: villages need
empowerment and development at all levels. When he said, "Those serving in
village should think: I have the opportunity to do something transformative
during my tenure & serve my village", Prime Minister Modi was calling upon
all these leaders at the grassroots to become agents of social change and leave
a defining legacy in the march for transforming India.

The #GiveitUp campaign has reached the 1 crore mark - a phenomenal
movement that is transforming India.

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88888 The long pending quota
revisions agreed in 2010 have
finally come into effect. The
quotas of emerging countries
will now better reflect their
weight in the world economy.
This will give them more say
in collective decisions in the
IMF.

88888 Reform of global institutions
has to be an on-going process.
It must reflect changes in the
global economy, and the rising
share of emerging economies.
Even now, IMF quotas do not
reflect the global economic

realities. Change in quotas is
not an issue of increasing the
‘power’ of certain countries. It
is an issue of fairness and
legitimacy. The belief that
quotas can be changed, is
essential for the fairness of the
system. For poor nations to
respect the legitimacy of such
institutions, they must be able
to aspire and to hope. I am,
therefore, very happy that the
IMF has decided to finalize the
next round of quota changes by
October 2017.

88888 India has always had great
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faith in multi-lateralism. We
believe that as the world
becomes more complex, the
role of multilateral institutions
will increase.

88888 Many knowledgeable people
have said that the twenty first
century is, and will be, the
Asian Century. Three out of
every five people in the world
live in Asia. Its share in global
output and trade is now close
to one-third. Its share in global
foreign direct investment is
about forty percent. It has also
been one of the world’s most
dynamic regions. Although
Asia has slowed down, it is still
growing at a rate three times
greater than that of the
advanced countries. It is,
therefore, the ray of hope for
global economic recovery.

88888 When we think about Asia, we
must recognize that it is distinct
in many ways. Social stability
built on strong family values is
another feature of Asia’s
development.

88888 India has a special place in Asia.
It has historically contributed
to Asia in several ways.
Buddhism spread to China,
Japan, and other parts of South
East Asia from India. It has had
a lasting influence on the
continent’s culture. Kingdoms
in the South and West of India
have engaged in maritime

trade with other parts of Asia
for over a thousand years. The
Indian national movement
showed other Asian countries
that freedom from colonial rule
could be achieved without
violence. It also demonstrated
clearly that the sense of
nationhood, could be broad and
inclusive. It need not be defined
by narrow linguistic or religious
identities. The Sanskrit saying
“Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam” –
the world is one family - refers
to this sense of the oneness of
all identities.

88888 India has dispelled the myth
that democracy and rapid
economic growth cannot go
together. India’s growth rate of
over seven per cent is being
achieved in a country that is
also a vibrant democracy. It is
sometimes assumed that
democracy is a colonial gift to
India. But historians tell us that
India had produced forms of
democratic self governance,
many centuries ago, when
democracy was unknown in
many parts of the world.

88888 India has also shown that a
large, diverse country can be
managed in a way that can
promote economic growth and
maintain social stability. One
way in which we are doing this
is through cooperative and
competitive federalism.
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88888 Our rapid economic growth is
also very distinct in Asia. We
have never tried to gain in trade
at the expense of our partners.
We do not follow “beggar thy
neighbour” macro-economic
policies. We have never
undervalued our exchange rate.
We add to world and Asian
demand by running current
account deficits. We are
therefore good Asian and good
global economic citizens, and a
source of demand to our trading
partners.

88888 We do not intend to rest on
achievements because my
agenda of “reform-to-
transform” still needs to be
finished. Our recent budget
provides a roadmap for our
future plans and ambitions.
Our underlying philosophy is
clear: To create the climate for
wealth generation and for that
wealth to be spread to all
Indians, especially the poor,
vulnerable, farmers, and
disadvantaged communities.

88888 India is a responsible global
citizen in protecting the planet.
India played a positive role at
the COP 21 Summit. Between
now and 2030, we intend to re-
write history by growing
rapidly and also reducing the
emission intensity of our GDP
by thirty-three per cent. By
then, forty per cent of our
installed electric power

capacity will be from non-fossil
fuel. We will build an additional
carbon sink of over 2.5 billion
tonnes of carbon dioxide
equivalent by 2030, by creating
additional forest and tree
cover. These initiatives are from
a country with very low per
capita land availability and a
low base of per capita emission.
We have taken the lead in
launching an international
solar alliance, involving 121
solar-resource rich countries
falling between the Tropic of
Cancer and the Tropic of
Capricorn. This will help many
developing countries, including
those in Asia, to take advantage
of developments in renewable
energy. India has moved from
a regime of significant carbon
subsidy to one of carbon taxes.
India is one of the few countries
to have a carbon tax in the form
of a cess on coal. The Coal cess
has been doubled in the Budget
of 2016-17.

88888 My dream is of a Transformed
India. I lay this dream alongside
our common dream of an
Advanced Asia – an Asia where
more than half of the global
population can live with
happiness and fulfillment. Our
joint heritage and mutual
respect, our common goals and
similar policies, can and must
create sustainable growth and
shared prosperity.       l
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In April 2016 Parliament approved
the National Waterways Bill. This is

a significant approval as the Bill
provides for enacting a central
legislation to declare 106 additional
inland waterways as the national
waterways in addition to five existing
national waterways. The Centre
derives the power for the regulation
and development of inland
waterways, declared by Parliament by
law to be national waterways, as
provided in the IWAI Act, 1985.

Inland waterways comprising
rivers, lakes, canals, creeks and
backwaters extend to about 14,500 km
across the country. The legislation
provides conversion of 15 rivers in
West Bengal, 14 each in Assam and
Maharashtra, 11 in Karnataka, 12 in
Uttar Pradesh, 9 in Tamil Nadu and 6
each in Bihar and Goa and 5 each in
Gujarat, Meghalaya, Odisha and
Telangana, among others. It also
includes plan to convert the Yamuna
in Delhi and Haryana into a
waterway. Five of the river-stretches,
which have been declared as National
Waterways, include Allahabad-
Haldia on Ganga (1,620 km),
Brahmaputra’s Dhubri-Sadiya (891
km), West Coast Canal Kottapuram-
Kollam (205 km), Kakinada-
Puducherry canals (1,078 km) and

East Coast Canal integrated with
Brahmani river and Mahanadi delta
rivers (588 km).

The passage of the Bill highlights
the crucial importance of waterways
in the economic development of the
country, which for long remained a
backburner. Equally important is the
fact that the Bill showcases the
consultative process of the Centre in
allaying fears of the state
governments that the new law will
infringe upon their rights. The Union
Road Transport, Highways and
Shipping Minister Nitin Gadkari
clearly emphasised that, “the
declaration of National Waterways
does not restrict the rights of state
governments in any way. It only
facilitates Government of India in
developing the waterway for
shipping and navigation. It will not
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infringe upon their rights on minerals
and water etc.”

The National Waterways Bill is a
critically important development as
India’s trade through the waterways
constitutes only 3.5 per cent. In
comparison, China’s waterways-
linked trade is 47 per cent; 40 per cent
in Europe, 44 per cent in Japan and
Korea and 35 per cent in Bangladesh.
There can be no doubt that inland
water development is a cost-effective
mode of transportation. Often it has
been said that it is far easier and less
expensive to transport goods from
Mumbai to London than it is from
Mumbai to Delhi. In this context, the
Minister said that inland waterways
cost only 30 paise to move cargo
through waterways in comparison to
Rs 1.5 through road and Rupee one
from rail”.

The Bill also ensures that it is equally
environment-friendly especially in
protecting the riverine ecology and
fisheries and importantly tackling
pollution. The techno-economic
feasibility undertaken by the Inland
Waterways Authority of India (IWAI)
and various Environmental Impact
Assessments were carried out and the
Parliament was appraised before the
Bills for declaration were processed.
What also comes out strikingly from
the passage of the Bill is the will and
confidence of the government to fulfil
the task. The Minister expressed that
once the existing five National
Waterways gains momentum, it will
“revolutionise” water transport in the
country.

Inland Waterways a Tool for
Progress

As experienced globally, inland
waterways interlink three important
issues:

88888 Tool for industrial
development: The competitive edge
of key industries (steel, agro, oil &
minerals) on the global market
strongly relies on cost-effective
inbound and outbound shipments of
raw materials by waterways. A
positive chain effect is established that
can directly benefits non-waterway
regions through competitive pricing
of end products.

88888 Tool for economic growth: In
densely populated parts of India with
strong industry presence, inland
waterways will help keep goods
moving by avoiding a traffic gridlock
when economic growth leads to rising
freight volumes again. Investments in
waterways infrastructure will serve,
besides sustainable transport, regional
development and tourism. The
‘neighbourhood first’ approach of the
government will get adequate boost by
developing India’s inland waterways.

88888 Tool for sustainable
development: Clearly inland
waterway transport will reduce
negative externalities. Investments in
waterways will serve biodiversity and
integrated water management.

Plans that enhance the
maximization of these three tools will
be important. The plan should aim at
removing the technical, operational
and administrative barriers. Central to
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the development of the waterways in
India, which are spread in different
parts, is the aspirations of the people.
Therefore, the emphasis must be on
simultaneous development of all
waterways.

Clearly the social and
environmental benefits of inland
water transport are potentially high.
Reduced fuel consumption, reduced
global warming, cheaper goods and
services for customers, more fisheries
and wildlife, less accidents on road,
decongested highways, cheaper travel
opportunities for riverine
communities are some very
immediate benefits. Fishing can
become a viable livelihood option
again for the riverine communities.
Importantly, it will also force cities
and towns to reduce untreated sewage
into rivers as they will tend to decrease
the economic value of the river.

Inland water transport is also a
good project for regional cooperation,
both in the east and west of India. The
Indus river system offers great
potential for inland water transport
for the northern and north-western
states. Likewise, the Ganga system
offers for the northern and eastern
states and the Brahmaputra for the
eastern and north-eastern states.
Similarly, the waterways can form
partnerships among peninsular states
of India.

Conclusion

There are a wide range of benefits
provided by inland waterways. These
include creation of business
opportunities and jobs, and public

benefits, such as recreation. Some of
the key benefits provided by inland
waterways may lie in those areas
which are currently not quantified
and valued, such as drainage and
community benefits including a sense
of civic pride. Further evidence on the
benefits of green transport
opportunities is also required as these
may prove to play a significant role in
reducing travel carbon emissions.
These are high on the government’s
agenda.

Thus it is important to conduct
further evaluation work in order to
provide more values and benefits for
a large number of people. How the
public perceive and value the benefits
of inland waterways will be important
and a valuable contribution to
peoples’ quality of life. The wider
value of inland waterways should be
fully appreciated so that important
benefits are not missed or that other
benefits provided by the waterways
network are not compromised.

The Bill declaring 111 national
waterways is a farsighted and bold
decision. However, the detailed
technical, economic and
environmental analysis in accordance
with the principles of integrated water
resources management should
continue including taking all stake
holders on board. The inland
waterways should be accorded the
same attention as given to the rail and
road.                  l

“dream” to double the incomes of
farmers by 2022. According to the PM
himself, agriculture has to stand on
three pillars — paramparagat kheti

(traditional agriculture),
diversification into agro-forestry by
planting trees on the boundaries of
farmers’ fields, and encouraging
livestock and bee-keeping, duly
supported by food processing. These
pillars will reduce the risks in farming,
and augment farmers’ incomes. PM
Modi is working hard on his strategy
with programmes such as soil health
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cards and neem-coated urea to take
care of “mother earth’s” health;
giving more resources for irrigation
and using the MGNREGA for
recharging ground water through
check dams and farm ponds, thus,
getting more crop from every drop of
water.

The other paths to doubling farmer
incomes are like raising productivity
and diversification into high-value
agriculture as well as diversification
of farm employment into non-farm
activities. Raising productivity
requires massive investments in R&D,
irrigation and fertilisers. That brings
us to the possibility of doubling

farmers’ incomes in nominal terms, by
letting price increases raise incomes.

A number of States specially which
are ruled by BJP led government in
states such as Gujarat and Madhya
Pradesh have consistently registered
double-digit growths in their farm
sectors, even while others (especially
in the east ) have been laggards. PM
Modi’s agenda is to unshackle the
farmers from all constraints and he
has taken credible steps in this
direction. Union Finance Minister
Arun Jaitley in his 2016-17 Budget
speech had said that the Government
intends to spend Rs. 86,500 crore over
five years to complete 89 irrigation
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projects (23 projects are to be
completed by March 2017). This will
bring eight million hectares of
agricultural land under irrigation.

The Modi Government also
proposes to use a large portion of the
allocated Rs. 38,500 crore for the
Mahatma Gandhi National Rural
Employment Guarantee Act for
building 5,00,000 ponds in rural areas
to conserve and store water. This will
insulate the farm sector from the
vagaries of nature.

Government has also taken a
number of steps to help farmer in
fetching good price for their produce.
This includes building of rural roads;
extending decentralised procurement
to all States; putting all centralised
procurement by the Food Corporation
of India on e-platform; setting up of
an e-national market integrating
close to 600 market yards for seamless
trading in any part of the country.

At present, large quantities of
agricultural produce, particularly
fruits and vegetables, valued at about
Rs. 100,000 crore, is wasted annually
due to the lack of proper storage,
refrigeration, handling and
transportation facilities. To prevent
this and help farmers improve their
income, the Modi Government has
permitted 100 per cent foreign direct
investment in food processing which
will give a boost to required
investment in cold chain
infrastructure.

To encourage farmers to derive
income from diversified sources, PM
Modi has proposed ‘three pillars’ for

the farming community. The farmer
should allocate one-third of his
resources for the cultivation of crop,
one-third for growing timber tree on
fence (or rearing honey bee) and one-
third for animal husbandry/poultry
farming etc. The farmer may also go
for processed food such as selling
ghee (instead of milk) or pickles
(rather than mango) to fetch a better
price.

The Government has taken a step
further to protect the farmers in
extreme weather conditions. In times
of natural calamities, hailstorms,
unseasonal rains etc, the Government,
under the Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima
Yojana, is committed to compensate
the farmers for crop loss for a
miniscule premium and arrange for
prompt release of compensation.

Under PMPBY, the Government
proposes to fully leverage technology
for loss determination. Smart phones
will be used to capture and upload
data of crop cutting to reduce the
delays in claim payment to farmers.
Remote sensing will be used to reduce
the number of crop cutting
experiments.

The Modi Government has taken
all the right steps needed to back up
its commitment to double the farmers
income by 2022. Agriculture, being a
State subject, all States should now
come forward to extend their full
cooperation as real action has to
happen at the ground level.      l

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Executive Summary

Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana (PMGSY) was launched on 25th
December, 2000 by the then Prime Minister of India Atal Bihari Vajpayee

as a Centrally Sponsored Scheme (CSS). The then NDA Government conceived
PMGSY as part of a broader strategy of rural poverty reduction and
strengthening of rural livelihoods. This paper, analyses the less than
satisfactory performance of the Assam and West Bengal Governments in
implementing PMGSY.

The performance of the States is analysed on the parameters of - Number
of villages (habitations) provided connectivity by PMGSY roads, length of
PMGSY roads constructed, utilization of Central Government's grant in aid
by the States and the quality of the road assets created by the States. The paper
also compares the performance of Assam and West Bengal in the execution of
PMGSY with other similarly placed States like Madhya Pradesh, Chattisgarh
etc.

The paper concludes that both the States could have executed PMGSY in a
far more effective and efficient manner and could have utilised Central funds
in a better way to provide connectivity to a larger number of villages than
presently connected. The paper suggests some areas in which the execution of
PMGSY in the two states can be improved.

Context

Rural roads provide access to social and economic services like education
and health care as well as markets to the rural population and are an important
means of sustainable poverty reduction and creation of additional employment
opportunities in the rural areas.

Before 2000 India lacked a scheme which would focus on rural roads
and rural connectivity. Considering the fact that rural roads constitute
almost 75% of the total road network in India,1 in 1999, the Central
Government, set up a committee under the chairmanship of Nitin Gadkari
(National Rural Road Development Committee), which suggested
introduction of a Centrally Sponsored rural road scheme, in which the
Central Government would provide the funds to the State Governments as
100% grant in aid to construct well engineered, good quality, all weather

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rural roads and bridges. The report of the committee was accepted by the
Central Government in 2000 and PMGSY was launched by the then Prime
Minister Atal Bihari Vajpayee on 25th December 2000. The scheme aimed at
providing connectivity to all eligible habitations with a population of 250
and above in 8 North Eastern States (Assam, Meghalaya, Manipur, Tripura,
Mizoram, Nagaland, Arunachal Pradesh and Sikkim) and 3 Himalayan
States (Jammu and Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand) as well
as to all eligible habitations with population of 500 and above in the rest of
the country.

From the start of PMGSY till 2015-16, the scheme was operated as a Centrally
Sponsored Scheme (CSS), where the Central Government provided all the funds
as 100% grant in aid. From April 2015 onwards, the sharing pattern of this CSS
has been amended to 90:10 for 8 North Eastern and 3 Himalayan States (90%
being the share of Government of India) and 60:40 for the rest of the States
(60% being the share of Government of India). This change in the fund sharing
pattern was triggered by the acceptance of the recommendations made by the
committee of Chief Ministers, constituted in the NITI Aayog to recommend
rationalisation of Centrally sponsored schemes. 2

During 15 years of the implementation of PMGSY, the performance of the
States has been variable. On the one hand are States like Punjab, Haryana,
Gujarat, Karnataka which would be completing substantial PMGSY works by
2017, on the other hand are States where these works may not even get
completed by March 2019 ( the present BJP led NDA Government has preponed
the completion target of PMGSY from 2022 to 2019)3. Prominent amongst the
laggard States are: - Assam, West Bengal, Bihar and Odisha.

Let us focus and critically analyse the performance of Assam and West
Bengal in PMGSY:-

PMGSY in West Bengal

PMGSY had visualized that by the end of 11th 5 Year Plan Period (2012), all
States will be able to connect all habitations with population of 1000 and above
with PMGSY Roads. In case of West Bengal, even in 2016, there are 1,327
habitations of 1000 + population which are yet to be provided PMGSY roads.
This indicates a far from satisfactory execution of the scheme. The table below
provides details of the eligible habitations in each population category, in West
Bengal and the number of habitations connected by PMGSY roads by the State
so far.
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Table 1: Habitation Connectivity Status in West Bengal4

Table 1 above clearly indicates that West Bengal had to connect 18,641
habitations by constructing PMGSY roads. In the last 15 years of the
implementation of PMGSY, the State has been able to connect only 12,141
habitations. This means that West Bengal has the enormous task of still
connecting 6,500 habitations through PMGSY roads scheme.

The average execution capacity of the State is shown in the table below
(Table 2). This Table, based on the data of the last four years, shows that, on an
average the State has connected 1076 habitations every year through PMGSY
roads. At this rate, West Bengal will require a minimum period of an additional
6 years to connect all the remaining habitations. This fact has to be seen in the
context that most of the other States in the country would achieve 100%
PMGSY targets by 31st March 2019. (Budget Speech, FY 2016-17)

PMGSY also suffered from an acute under funding, during the last three
years of the United Progressive Alliance (UPA 2) Government. A fact which
was also underlined by Finance Minister Arun Jaitley in his budget speech of
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2016-17.It was only in 2014, with the coming to power of the BJP led National
Democratic Alliance (NDA), that the significance of rural infrastructure,
particularly rural roads was realised and the annual financial allocations for
PMGSY were substantially increased.

The Table below (Table 3) clearly shows that in case of West Bengal, the
annual financial allocation of PMGSY registered a prominent jump from
around 400 crores every year (in 2011-12 and 2012-13) to more than 1000 crore
in 2014-15. The fact however remains that even with annual financial allocation
of the State getting more than doubled, the physical progress shown by West
Bengal in the PMGSY is not commensurate with the money allocated by the
Central Government.

When PMGSY was launched by the NDA Government in December 2000 it
was visualised as a programme that would construct good quality all weather
roads in the rural areas. In fact with an elaborate three tier quality control
mechanism, in the programme, quality was supposed to be the hallmark of PMGSY
roads.5 On this count also, West Bengal is lagging behind. The data on PMGSY
Programme Website (Omms.nic.in), shows that while in the entire country, on an
average 10% of “completed” PMGSY road works were found to be unsatisfactory,
the national average was 15% for “in progress” PMGSY road works.

In the case of West Bengal, for completed PMGSY road works, the
percentage range of works found unsatisfactory is 33% to 12%, based on the
data for the last 4 years. While for in progress PMGSY road works, the
percentage range of works found unsatisfactory is 29% to 11.75% (Table 4).
This clearly shows that in spite of spending huge amounts of Central
Government’s money, the State Government has failed to achieve the desired
levels of satisfactory quality in construction of PMGSY roads.

It would be worthwhile to compare the performance of West Bengal in
execution of PMGSY with other States which have similar problems and similar
quantum of work to be executed under PMGSY. The table below (Table 5), compares
the performance of West Bengal with the two NDA ruled States- Madhya Pradesh
and Chattisgarh .The Table shows Madhya Pradesh having completed more than
90% of the PMGSY road length sanctioned to it. West Bengal on the other hand
lags behind at 76.36% completion of the PMGSY road length sanctioned to it.

PMGSY in Assam – a Dismal Picture

As discussed in the earlier part of this paper, most of the States would be
achieving their PMGSY targets by March 2019 and a few States would be
achieving these targets even earlier i.e. by 2017. But Assam presents a dismal
picture. Assam has a total of 12,205 eligible habitations to be connected under
PMGSY. In the last 15 years Assam has constructed PMGSY roads to connect
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7,689 habitations (Table 6). Hence even now, the State has an enormous task of
connecting 4516 habitations. It seems highly unlikely that the State would be
able to construct PMGSY roads to all these 4516 habitations by 2019. Table 7
below demonstrates that the average number of habitations connected by
Assam (based on the last 4 years data) is 299 habitations per year. At this rate
it would take Assam another 15 years to achieve PMGSY targets.

The following Table (Table 8) shows the ability of the State to utilize the
funds made available to it, on an annual basis, by the Central Government. On
an average Assam has absorbed Rs 440 crores of Central Fund every year. The
physical progress, in terms of road length constructed and number of
habitations provided with connectivity, alas has not at all kept pace with the
money utilized. This raises questions about whether Rs 440 crores given to the
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State, every year could have been more effectively utilized.

In terms of PMGSY roads constructed by the State, Assam remains a laggard
State, its performance is much below the national average. The following Table
(Table 9), would show that for completed PMGSY roads, the range of roads
found “unsatisfactory” by the National Quality Monitors, in the last 4 years in
the State is 7% to 36% (The national average being 10%). The same table also
shows that for “ongoing” PMGSY road work, the range of roads found
“unsatisfactory” is 185 to 33%. This fact raises two serious issues:-

8 With better and effective supervision of all roads (which seems to be
lacking in the State), the quality of PMGSY roads in Assam could have
been improved.

8 Large number of bad quality rural roads indicates that the money is being
misspent and the roads may not survive for their full designed life.

What has succeeded in Madhya Pradesh and Chhattisgarh

Both Madhya Pradesh and Chhattisgarh, being ruled by BJP Governments
for more than a decade, have shown substantial improvement in execution
capacity and contracting capacity. This has resulted in both the States having
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completed majority of the PMGSY roads sanctioned to them. This is one area
where TMC ruled West Bengal and Congress ruled Assam have lagged far behind.

Out of a total of 17,191road works covering 70,252.30 km of length sanctioned
to the State, Madhya Pradesh has completed 14,534 road works covering
64,130.46 km of road length till 29/02/2016.6 Thus the State has achieved a
completion level of 91.29%. Similarly out of a total of 6825 road works covering
29,565.09 km of road length sanctioned Chhattisgarh has completed 6,082 road
works covering 25,824.90 km of length till 29/02/2016 (87.35% completion).

Both Madhya Pradesh and Chhattisgarh have also ensured durability and
quality of rural road assets under PMGSY by putting in place a robust quality
inspection and quality monitoring mechanism. This mechanism ensures that
100% of PMGSY roads are inspected, at least once and a maximum of three
times, during the course of construction. This mechanism ensures that whatever
defects or lapses are detected during these inspections can then be rectified by
the field engineers and contractors responsible for construction of PMGSY roads.

Both West Bengal and Assam can learn from the quality inspection and
monitoring mechanism being followed in Madhya Pradesh and Chattisgarh.

Major Weakness in Execution of PMGSY in West Bengal and Assam

The analysis attempted in this paper leads us to conclude that both in the
States of West Bengal and Assam, Central funds of PMGSY have not been fully
and efficiently utilized, consequently a large number of habitations in rural
areas have been deprived of good quality all weather roads, even after 15 years
of the execution of this programme.

Discussions with officials of the Ministry of Rural Development,
Government of India, in course of preparing this paper, and with National
Rural Roads Development Agency (NRRDA), have revealed that the specific
weaknesses in these two States are:-

8 Inability of the States to increase their fund absorption capacity vis-à-
vis the Central funds available for PMGSY

8 Limited fund absorption capacity of both the States is due to limited
number of field engineers and even more limited number of contractors
available (limited execution capacity and limited contracting capacity).
Both the States, have failed to fill up vacancies of field engineers, in the
departments executing PMGSY and have also failed to create new and
additional posts of engineers. Limited number of engineers has meant
low levels of field inspection and supervision, leading to slow pace of
work. Both the States have also not conducted any “Constructor
Outreach Programme”, to attract contracting agencies, with adequate
technical resources, into PMGSY execution. This has led to delay in
award of PMGSY works as well as delayed and slow execution.
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8 In both the States there are a few districts that suffer from problems of
ethnic and communal violence as well as extreme left wing violence and
disturbed law and order. So much so, that the State Government of West
Bengal in 3 districts of North 24 Parganas, Medinapur and Bankura has
entrusted PMGSY works to Central Public Sector Undertakings (National
Building Construction Corporation, and National Projects Construction
Corporation) in place of its own engineers and constructors.

Yet, if one were to compare the PMGSY performances of Assam and West
Bengal with the dynamic performance of the state of Chattisgarh– which faces
a much bigger challenge of Left wing extremism and terrorism – in
implementing the PMGSY, the obvious question is whether there was a lack of
political will and foresight among those who are steering both the governments
of West Bengal and Assam and have professed to have been working for the
upliftment of the marginalized especially in the rural areas. The facts clearly
shows that both the governments of Assam and West Bengal have non-
performed in a most basic area, that of laying rural roads – they have failed to
connect the unconnected.

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population lives in about 600,000
small villages. In India, agriculture
accounts for almost 19% of Indian
gross domestic products (GDP). Rural
economy in India is wholly
agriculture based and it is of
tremendous importance because it has
vital supply and demand links with
the other Indian industries. In Indian
socio-economic growth rural
economy plays a big role. Hence rural
sector development is imperative for
overall development of nation
because it is giving its direct input to
reduction of income inequality,
poverty reduction, inclusive
development, socio-economic
development, rural entrepreneurship
development and reduction of
migration etc. Providing additional
resources for rural sector development
will boost different sectors of rural
economy.

3. Budget Provision for Rural
Sector Development: The Union
Budget has made different
provisions for the rural sector which
is bound to have overall positive
impact on the rural economy. The
following are the provisions which
are worth noting.

(1) The total allocation for rural
sector is Rs 87,765/- crores. There
will be Rs 2.87 lakh crores given
as Grant in Aid to Gram
Panchayats and Municipalities
(14th Finance Commission).

(2) Under the Deendayal Antyodaya
Mission every block which is
under drought and rural distress

will be taken up as an intensive
block.

(3) Total sum of Rs 38,500/- crores
has been allocated for
MGNREGS.

(4) Under the Shyama Prasad
Mukherjee Rurban Mission 300
Rurban Clusters will be
developed.

(5) By 1st May, 2018 there will be
100% village electrification.

(6) District Level Committees under
Chairmanship of senior most
Lok Sabha MP from the district
for monitoring and
implementation of designated
Central Sector and Centrally
Sponsored Schemes.

(7) Priority allocation from Centrally
Sponsored Schemes to be made to
reward villages that have
become free from open
defecation.

(8) A new Digital Literacy Mission
Scheme for rural India to cover
around 6 crore additional
households within the next 3
years.

(9) National Land Record
Modernization Programme has
been revamped. A new scheme
Rashtriya Gram Swaraj Abhiyan
has been proposed with
allocation of Rs 655 crore.

(10) Govt. has raised agriculture
spending to Rs 36,000 crore.

(11) Long-term irrigation fund under
NABARD (National Bank for
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Agriculture and Rural
Development), with an initial
corpus of Rs.20,000 crore.

(12) Rural credit got a boost, too, from
a target of Rs.8.5 trillion in 2015-
16 to Rs.9 trillion next year. And
to ease the burden of loan
repayment on drought-hit
farmers, the Budget has allocated
Rs.15,000 crore towards interest
subvention.

(13) Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchai
Yojana (PMKSY) is to be
implemented in mission mode
aiming to bring 28.5 lakh hectares
under irrigation.

(14) Programme for sustainable
management of ground water
resources with an estimated cost
of Rs 6,000 crore will be
implemented through 3
multilateral funding.

(15) Rs 2,000/- model retail outlets of
Fertilizer companies will be
provided with soil and seed
testing facilities during the next
three years.

(16) Unified agricultural marketing e-
Platform to provide a common e-
market platform for wholesale
markets.

(17) Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak
Yojana (PMGSY) has been
increased to Rs 19,000 crore.

(18) To reduce the burden of loan
repayment on farmers, a
provision of Rs 15,000 crore has
been made in the BE 2016-17
towards interest subvention.

(19) Prime Minister Fasal Bima
Yojana (PMFBY) Rs 5,500 crore.

(20) Rs 850 crore has been allotted for
4 dairy projects - Pashudhan
Sanjivani, Nakul Swasthya Patra,
E-Pashudhan Haat and National
Genomic Centre for Indigenous
Breeds.

Thus, many provisions have been
made in the present Budget generally
for rural sector development and
particularly for agricultural and
farmers welfare. This Budget has
given a major emphasis on different
segments of the rural economy.
Perhaps for the first time such an
emphasis and focus is being made on
the rural sector.

4. Impact of Budget on Rural
Sector: A tremendous enhancement
has been made in the Budget especially
on the rural sector development, on
agriculture, irrigation and farmers
welfare. It will make a positive impact
on the poor, small and marginal
group, and the poor farmers. By
providing more funds to MGNREGA
it will help create more employment
opportunities in rural part of India.
Improvement in infrastructure
development in rural India would
promote non-farm sector
development as well. Overall the
Union Budget 2016-17 will boost rural
sector development with an emphasis
on infrastructure and employment in
rural sector.

5. Conclusion: The rural sector is
one of the important pillars of Indian
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economy which need to be address
very carefully. Including issues like (1)
irrigation development, (2)
conservation  soil nutrients, (3)
improvement in flow of credit, (4)
agriculture marketing reforms, (5)
insurance cover (6) infrastructure
development (7)  expansion of MSP
coverage,  (8) livestock enterprises,  (9)
modernizing land records, (10)
expansion of Pradhan Mantri Fasal
Bima Yojana, (12) Farm Research (11)
More fund to MGNREGA  and (12)
value chain etc has the potential to
alter altogether the rural sector in
India. Indian rural economy accounts
for more than 40 per cent of the entire
national output and improved rural
infrastructure will make impact on the
whole overall economy. If the rural
economy is improved it would
generates the benefits to farmers and
other constituents of rural sector in
significant manner. This first Budget
which has given so much attention to
the rural sector, it generates hope that
a new paradigm shift will emerge in
India’s rural economy.
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POLICY ANALYSIS

Modi Government recently
launched “Stand Up India

Scheme” to promote entrepreneurship
among SC/ST and Women
entrepreneurs. The “Start up India
Stand up India” initiative was
announced by the Prime Minister in
his address to the nation on 15th
August, 2015. The Stand up India
component is anchored by the
Department of Financial Services
(DFS) to encourage greenfield
enterprises by SC/ST and Women
entrepreneurs.

Stand Up India:
A boost to promote entrepreneurship

among SC/ST and Women

The Scheme is intended to facilitate
at least two such projects per bank
branch, on an average one for each
category of entrepreneur. It is expected
to benefit at least 2.5 lakh borrowers. The
expected date of reaching the target of
at least 2.5 lakh approvals is 36 months
from the launch of the Scheme.

Salient points of the Stand Up
India Scheme are as follows:

88888 Refinance window through
Small Industries Development
Bank of India (SIDBI) with an
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initial amount of Rs. 10,000 crore.

88888 Creation of a credit guarantee
mechanism through the
National Credit Guarantee
Trustee Company (NCGTC).

88888 Handholding support for
borrowers both at the pre loan
stage and during operations.
This would include increasing
their familiarity with factoring
services, registration with
online platforms and e-market
places as well as sessions on best
practices and problem solving.

The scheme will focus on
handholding support for both SC/ST
and Women borrowers. The overall
intent of the new scheme is to leverage
the institutional credit structure to
reach out to these under-served
sectors of the population by
facilitating bank loans repayable up to

7 years and between Rs. 10 lakh to Rs.
100 lakh for greenfield enterprises in
the non farm sector set up by such SC,
ST and Women borrowers.

The loan under the scheme would be
appropriately secured and backed by a
credit guarantee through a credit
guarantee scheme for which Department
of Financial Services would be the settler
and National Credit Guarantee Trustee
Company Ltd. (NCGTC) would be the
operating agency.

Margin money of the composite
loan would be up to 25%. Convergence
with state schemes is expected to
reduce the actual requirement of
margin money for a number of
borrowers.  Over a period of time, it is
proposed that a credit history of the
borrower be built up through Credit
Bureaus.               l

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The ongoing controversy over the
issue of Anti-national protests in

Jawaharlal Nehru University (JNU),
New Delhi on 9 February, 2016 seems
to be ending nowhere in future. In
addition, the incident which has been
a dominant subject of discussion and
analysis in public discourse, media,
civil society groups and political
leadership. It has also raised some
‘relevant questions’ on the issue of
understanding nationalism, freedom
of expression and academic autonomy
at large. All these issues together hold
significance to our national
development and democratic model.

Meanwhile the grant of bail to
Jawaharlal Nehru University Students
Union (JNUSU) president Kanhaiya
Kumar, after being in custody for 18
days in Tihar jail, and the language of
judgement delivered holds key
significance for the JNU community in
future. Interestingly, some sections
which hailed the reading as half
victory reflect ‘poor sense of
judgement’ about things which
necessitate serious introspection about
our thoughts, actions and its purpose.
It clearly states that the matter is at
‘nascent stage of investigation’ and it

is a “kind of infection from which such
students are suffering which needs to
be controlled/cured before it becomes
an epidemic”.

Making sense for inculcating the
‘value of nationalism’ judgement begins
by quoting some patriotic lines of the
song Mere Desh Ki Dharti and noted
that, “why this spring colour of peace is
eluding the prestigious Jawaharlal
Nehru University (JNU)” and sought its
answer from its students, faculty
members and those managing the
affairs. Perhaps it was an ‘eyeopening
remark’ for those who seem to have
been lost and have misunderstood the
‘meaning of nationalism’ in the name
of freedom of expression and larger
academic autonomy. What purpose our
education will serve if we end up
breeding our minds with ‘anti India
sentiments’ rather motivating them
towards ‘solution of problems’ of our
very society.

The judgement while granting the
bail order expresses concern over, “the
nature of serious allegation against
him” and makes a point that, “As
President of Jawaharlal Nehru
University Students Union (JNUSU),
the petitioner was expected to be

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responsible and accountable for any
anti- national event organised in the
campus”. The language is simple
enough to make an argument for
‘truthful discharge of duties’ for those
in administrations and in seeks from
them in future not to promote or be
part of or a sympathizer of anti-
national activities in campus.

Similarly, on the logic of exercising
‘freedom of expression’ as provided by
our constitution, it notes very clearly
that, “they are enjoying this freedom
only because our borders are guarded
by our armed and military forces”. It
possibly throws a ‘strong lesson’ for
those who have been engaged in such
activities in JNU campus in the name
of freedom of expression. Moreover, the
judgement also makes a very critical
point of our polity establishing balance
between rights and duties. It notes that,
“fundamental duties of every citizen
have been specified along with the fact
that rights and duties are two sides of
the same coin” and “can be subjected
to reasonable restrictions under Article
19(2) of our Constitution.”. Every right
has to be supplemented by duty and
this is how our constitutional model
based on rule of law and limited
government must be build upon.

An educational institution and its
atmosphere have much to do with the
ideological inclination of its faculty
and related staff. It might not be
always about quality of teaching
rather ‘subject of teaching’ which may
possibly alter the basic purpose of
education. For example, a reading of
Tagore’s ‘critique of nationalism’ will

end up identifying it with war,
destruction and loss of humanity
while the ‘school of multiculturalism’
will seek to promote ‘nation building’
based on celebration of plurality and
diversity. Hence, a fine balance
between different opinions and
subjects must be allowed subject to
constitutional obligations.

We need to be careful in our
understanding of this ‘false narrative’
based on exercise of absolute freedom
and academic autonomy. To be credible
is more important than to be just
independent. We need to ‘first educate
and then empower’ rather than
adhering to the vice versa process
which has possible backfires. Hence, as
the judgement goes on it calls for the
‘guiding role’ and ‘remedial measures’
by the JNU faculty to set the right path
in order to avoid resurrection of such
incidents in future.

To conclude, in between all this, the
larger question which remains
unanswered is how the image of
university like JNU which has been
tarnished be restored and what lesson
we can impart for our future.
Democracy may not be perfect but it
allows constant process of course
correction. And every individual needs
to understand fundamental of republic
unity and must reflect upon it in his
thought, action and behavior. Perhaps
the judgement of court and its language
might set the tone for JNU in right
direction in future. Being a part of JNU
community I wish for this.        l

Modi’s stimulus to India-Saudi
Arabia relation through Security &

Economic Paradigm

The Saudi perception of India has also

undergone a change over the years with

Saudi Arabia realising the importance and

potential of India.

India-Saudi political relations

remained “tenuous” during the initial years

of the post-Cold War period due to the

Kashmir issue as Saudi Arabia supported

Pakistan on the Kashmir issue. In the recent

years, however, a shift has been perceived
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in Saudi Arabia’s approach towards India

and Pakistan, and particularly in relation

to the Kashmir issue. Today, Saudi Arabia

calls for resolving the difference on the

Kashmir issue bilaterally based on the

existing Shimla and Lahore agreements

confirms with New Delhi’s stand.

The new millennium came with a new

dawn in relationship with the signing of the

Riyadh declaration, termed the start of a

“new era of strategic partnership”. Close

analysis of India-Saudi partnership

assumes greater significant not only

because both countries are inspired to play

greater roles in contemporary regional and

International politics, but it goes beyond

that. Beside these, the commonalities

between the two in terms of huge

geographical size, large population, strong

economy, growing military power, and

most importantly ‘special relationship’

with the USA, provided a strong base for

the further enhancement of the strategic

partnership. From the Indian perspective

Saudi Arabia is crucial not only for the

energy security but for strong ties with the

Kingdom of Saudi Arabia also provides

India a unique platform for greater access

to other countries of the region.

India-Saudi economic relations have

shown remarkable growth, with bilateral

trade registering three-fold increase in the

last five years. Saudi Arabia today is India’s

4th largest trade partner and is a major

source of energy as India imports around

20% of its crude oil requirement. During

2015-16, India’s bilateral trade almost

reached USD 40 billion. Saudi Arabia is

the 5th largest market in the world for

Indian exports and is the destination to

approximately 4% of India’s global

exports. On the other hand, Saudi Arabia

is the source of almost 6% of India’s global

imports. For Saudi Arabia, as per 2015 data,

India is the 5th largest market for its

exports, accounting for 8.9% of its global

exports. In terms of imports by Saudi

Arabia, India ranks at 7thplace. Indian IT

companies are building capacity in Saudi

Arabia, including an all-women business

process operations centre run by TCS.

The 3 million plus strong Indian

community in Saudi Arabia is the largest

expatriate community in the Kingdom and is

the “most preferred community” due to their

expertise, sense of discipline, law abiding and

peace loving nature. The contribution made

by Indian community to the development of

Saudi Arabia is well acknowledged.

India and Saudi Arabia have developed

a close understanding on the need to

eradicate the menace of terrorism. Such

understanding has started to develop only

after the 9/11 attack. The counter-

terrorism cooperation has seen a steady

rise in the last one and half decade after 9/

11 in terms of regular exchange of

information and meetings between internal

and external security agencies of both

countries. The two sides have agreed to not

only enhance cooperation in exchange of

information relating to terrorist activities,

money laundering, narcotics, arms and

human trafficking, but also develop joint

strategies to combat these threats. In other

words Saudi Arabia’s foreign policy follow

the principle of looking beyond its

traditional allies and to build closer

relations with other countries, especially

with major Asian powers such as India on

the issue of tackling terrorism.

India needs a close interaction with the

Saudi academia, particularly religious

seminaries. Both countries need regular

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exchange of scholars, social activists and

develop a common media policy to

counter the linkages between religious

fundamentalism and extremism.

During PM Modi’s visit to Riyadh, India

and Saudi Arabia also agreed to enhance

cooperation so as to strengthen maritime

security in the Gulf and the Indian Ocean

regions which is vital for the security and

prosperity of both countries. Both countries

further agreed to promote bilateral

collaboration for humanitarian assistance

and evacuation in natural disasters and

conflict situations. PM Modi focused on

regional and international issues of mutual

interest, including the security situation in

West Asia, Middle East and South Asia, in

the light of common interest in the regional

and global peace, security and stability.

The list of important agreements which

were signed during PM Modi’s visit to

Riyadh are as follows:

1. Agreement on Labour Co-operation

between the Ministry of Labour of the

Kingdom of Saudi Arabia and Ministry

of External Affairs of the Republic of

India for Recruitment of General

Category Workers.

2. Technical Cooperation Program between

the Bureau of Indian Standards (BIS) and

the Saudi Standards, Metrology and

Quality Organization (SASO).

3. Executive Program for Cooperation in

the Field of Handicrafts between the

Export Promotion Council for

Handicraft (EPCH) in the Republic of

India and Saudi Commission for

Tourism and National Heritage.

4. MoU between Financial Intelligence

Unit - India and the Financial

Intelligence Unit-Saudi Arabia

concerning Cooperation in the

Exchange of Intelligence related to

Money Laundering, Terrorism

Financing and Related Crimes

5. Framework for Investment Promotion

Cooperation between Invest India and

the Saudi Arabian General Investment

Authority (SAGIA).

In conclusion, Partnership between

India and Saudi Arabia are getting stronger

and is expected to gain its momentum in

the years to come. The economic

complementarities are helping this

relationship to grow stronger. The official

visit of PM Narendra Modi to Saudi Arabia

was mainly aimed at strengthening the

economic and diplomatic ties between the

two sides. India and Saudi Arabia stands at

a threshold of significant gains out of this

partnership. It is the common interests and

the mutual desire that have been the main

driving force behind this partnership. Saudi

Arabia’s strategic location in the Middle

East and the political and economic power

that it leverages as the largest repository

of global oil reserves and the largest

supplier of global oil supplies makes it an

important partner for India. While India on

the other side has undergone significant

transformation and New Delhi is being

considered by many countries as the source

of stability and security in Asia and the

world at large. PM Modi’s visit will

certainly enable the partnership of both

countries to harness the vast potential of

bilateral relations, drawing upon

complementarities and each other’s

intrinsic strengths, and work together to

address regional and global challenges. l

Shri Anil Madhav Dave said that

The Real Estate (Regulation and

Development) Act 2016 will regulate

transactions between buyers and

promoters of real estate projects and

will set up state-level regulatory

authorities to oversee the sector. The

Act will regulate both commercial and

residential real estate projects and

applicable on above 500 Square

Meters and 8 Apartments.

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He said that the new Act seeks to

set up Real Estate Regulatory

Authority (RERA) and Appellate

Tribunal in States and Union

Territories to oversee real estate

transactions. The Appellate Tribunal

will hear appeals from Authority and

Adjudicating Officer so as to clear the

grievances of consumers and cut short

the long pending cases.

He highlighted that the Act makes

registration of real estate projects and

real estate agents with the authority

mandatory.  The Act mandates that

builders should disclose details of all

registered projects, including those

about the promoter, project, layout

plan, land status, approvals,

agreements along with details of real

estate agents, contractors, architect,

structural engineer etc. All these

details should be uploaded on the

website of the RERAs. Real estate

agents also need to register with the

RERAs.

He also spoke on how the new act

will bring transparency and how it

will help in curbing the use of black

money because the new Act makes

it mandatory for the builders to park

70% of the amount collected from

buyers for a project in a separate

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bank account. The Bill is expected to

boost consumer confidence as it is

expected to bring in transparency in

the sector.

He said that disclosure of “Carpet

Area” for sale will curb unfair trade

practices in the sector and will

ultimately help the consumers. The

Act aims at restoring confidence of

consumers in the real estate sector by

institutionalizing transparency and

accountability.

Shri Dave also spoke on how this

Act will help in promoting timely

execution of projects thereby

achieving the PM Modi’s vision of

“Housing for All”.
